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CIVIC CULTURE AS PART OF ENGINEER-TEACHER'S PEDAGOGICAL IMAGE
The educational process in higher education should provide for the possibility of obtaining individual knowledge and skills of the specialty, intellectual, spiritual and physical development, improving education and cultural level of citizens. Modern society requires professionals who not only have professional knowledge, but also able to focus in industrial situations, business contacts and other cases related to professional activities.

Future engineers and educators that its activities are focused on the interaction with small social groups should have the skills to manage human behavior, to understand the motivation of behavior, find solutions to conflicts, have active civil position, be able to express and defend their own opinion.

Today there is no objection statement that an essential feature of modern specialist is the civic culture. Considering civic culture as a set of spiritual and moral qualities, values and ideological and psychological characteristics, components of which are civil education, competence, activity, maturity and experience of public activity [8], it should be noted that the civic culture of future engineers-teachers should be based on mastering modern political and social knowledge, high level civil thinking and communication skills, ability to find effective solutions to social problems. Civic culture is also an integral part of professional pedagogical image, including engineer-teacher.

The success of education depends largely on how teachers perceive students and how it presents itself, how perfect is his image. If the "image" - a purposefully generated image of someone [7], we, as the researchers, under the "image" should be understood not only visual, visual image, but also a way of thinking, actions, behaviors, ability to communicate, the art of speaking and listen [5].

Yakusheva S. asserts that "conditionally image consists of three parts: the actual mental image; projected, i.e. one that corresponds to how you are perceived by others; the resulting image, that expressing ideas about how you actually see others not diverge from the projected "[9].

Kovalchuk L., considering the concept of "image of the teacher," argues that this multicomponent phenomenon, which includes professional culture, emotion, creativity, artistry, appearance educator, using his verbal and non-verbal communication - gestures, facial expressions, pantomimic, intonation etc. [3, p.67]

In addition, we noted that in modern society the importance to create the image has the ability of the teacher to take into account ethnic, cultural and religious characteristics of the audience with which it communicates, its ability to correctly and tolerant behave and express themselves, to respect the history, culture and traditions various nations assert their citizenship.

The importance of the development of civic culture as a part of the pedagogical image engineers-teachers directly caused by the professional features of the latter, which, as noted Zeyer E. "is a complex process that involves a combination of two components: the actual educational (organization of training and education) and by production technology (development of industrial design and the software production process in workshops, service material-technical base of laboratories and classrooms, development of new processes and technology, etc.)"[2, p. 32].

Given the nature of professional activity, scope and concept of "engineer-teacher" Malenko A. self viewed as a complex mix of social, general, engineering, psychological, pedagogical and methodological components, high-quality mastering which will enable the individual to more fully fulfill its function [4, p. 41].

Indissoluble unity of training and educational components of the educational process requires future engineers-teachers not only perfect knowledge of the specialty, the ability to transmit information, to teach and to form skills of professional activities, educate a person and develop it socially important quality, but also requires thorough knowledge social and political spheres, high-level civil thinking, the ability to find ways of solving social problems, in fact, laying the foundations of civic culture personality.

Civic culture of personality, according Derev'yanko N. and Kostiv V., - is "integrated property system, characterized degree of formation of socially significant civil integrative qualities defined genetically and socially acquired as a result of the internal mechanism of value-normative regulation of behavior and external civil relations person in the course of its life and self-realization."[1, p.63]. Formation of civil cultural identity, according to the researchers, "is in the social (influence of environment, family, environment), teacher (influence of parents, educators, psychologists) and personal (self-improvement) aspects. In particular, in the pedagogical sense of civic education - a process of systematic, planned interaction between teachers and pupils in the formation of civic consciousness and self-development, self-improvement of civil behavior, providing end result (harmonious personal development of citizens, optimizing civil interpersonal interaction) and the means of its implementation (availability objectives programs, tools, methods and performers)" [1, p.114-115].
One of the subjects that lay the foundations of civic culture as a component of pedagogical image of future engineers-teachers are "Ukrainian language (for professional purposes)" knowledge of which are the basis for the conscious use of language means in communication, form a responsible attitude to language as a symbol state, sources of knowledge about the nation and the state, its history and culture. Fluency in the national language promotes that individual feels included in the cultural, social and political processes, giving him free access to information, the ability to perceive and transmit knowledge, express their opinion to be heard and understood, to feel part of the national community that, in turn, creates a sense of pride and respect for the state.

The course "Ukrainian language (for professional purposes)" aims not only of communicative competence of students but also to develop skills optimal verbal behavior in the professional sphere, "acquiring communicative experience that promotes the development of creative abilities of students and encourages self specialists activates cognitive interests implements heuristic capabilities as decisive for the formation of professional skills and competitiveness of the modern professional" [6, p.3]. Shevchuk S. and Klymenko I., author of the course "Ukrainian language (for professional purposes)" for higher education institutions that train specialists for the qualification of Bachelor (and Master of medical and veterinary medical directions) emphasize that "the content of the discipline is intended not only to summarize and systematize knowledge of the Ukrainian language, acquired by students in the school, but also to form linguistic identity, aware of the culture of oral and written language, able to fully use the acquired knowledge and skills for optimal verbal behavior in the professional sphere" [6, p.2]. Obviously, the study of this discipline gives future engineers-teachers not only knowledge of the language and skills of communication, but also contributes to world, active citizenship and civic culture.

Fluency in the national language promotes that individual feels included in the cultural, social and political processes, it has free access to information, the ability to perceive and transmit knowledge, express their opinion to be heard and understood. In addition, the command of the state language for each of us means being able to join the culture and history of the state, to feel part of the national community, which, in turn, creates a sense of pride and respect for the state, contributes to understanding yourself full member of society, a citizen of the relevant rights and responsibilities.

In studying the subject "Ukrainian language (for professional purposes)" future engineers, teachers improve their own speech, replenish and expand vocabulary perceive new tokens, master general scientific and professional terminology. This makes it possible not only to easily build processes of perception and transfer of information, but also encourages native speakers to reflect on how emerging linguistic system that affects the development of language, how the processes of political and social transformations associated with the processes occurring in the language. Such knowledge becomes the basis for the conscious use of language tools to communicate, form a responsible attitude to language as a symbol of statehood, sources of knowledge about the people and the state, its history and culture.

The formation of civic culture of future engineers-teachers in the study course "Ukrainian language (for professional purposes)" when creating tasks aimed at developing skills observance of language rules (lexical, grammar, pronouncing, syntactic, stylistic, etc.) is promoted by use materials about life and the activities of prominent figures of Ukraine; prepare reports and presentations on cultural peculiarities of their native land; discussion of important social and political issues; the use of forms that are taught to express and defend their own point of view - dialogues, debates and discussions; engaging students in self-evaluation, a clear allocation stages of communication, analyzing the responses of students in terms of logic, consistency, the reasonableness of presentation, clarity of expression and formation of ideas; a clear statement of purpose and objectives of the discipline; each student awareness of the importance of learning the official language for personal development and improvement.

Certainly, the opportunities for the development of civic culture as a component of pedagogical image of engineer-teacher with all the humanities disciplines, including "Politics", "Sociology", "Philosophy" and others. The study of this issue could be the subject of further research.
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
