SOUTH KOREAN PHILOSOPHY – HISTORICAL PARADIGM AND FACTORS OF TRANSFORMATION SOCIETY
INTRODUCTION. The history of South Korea describes the development of the southern part of the Korean Peninsula from 1945 to the present day. History of South Korea starts with the Soviet - American agreement in late summer 1945 on the division of spheres of influence in the peninsula. Under this contract, part of South Korea of the 38 parallel  passed under the jurisdiction of the United States, Northern part - to the jurisdiction of the Soviet Union. Since that time two periods: democratic and authoritarian have been alternating in the history of South Korea.

STATEMENT. The new way of young country’s development as well as it’s difficult past has become an ordeal to Korean people. [1, pd.125]. Not everything was rosy on the cultural front, the South Korean faced during it’s half-century period of development. Liberation from Japanese colonial rule, the preparation and the proclamation of the Republic of Korea have caused a rise of nationalism in the late 40's and early 60-ies. At this stage, everyone could see the restoration  of national cultural traditions. For the first time in many years, Koreans were able to speak and write in their native language. At that time, there was a keen public interest to their origins, history, culture and traditions [4].
Formation of South Korean society - is a complex process that is called a period of six republics. However, a strong Korean spirit and love to their land helped them achieve their goals.

Period of  the First Republic (1948-1960). The First Republic, which was considered the democracy carrier, became increasingly autocratic until its end in 1960. Its first president  Yi Seung-man, whose policy is estimated critically, has lost its power due to the protest of all South Korean people, which grew into the "April Revolution" in 1960. In the economic sphere Yi Seung-man did not hurry to provide economic reforms and that  caused  mass dissatisfaction with his policies. After Korea's liberation from Japanese colonization the society was spiritually completely destroyed. But that was just the beginning of a difficult trials that the Korean people faced. 1950-1953 Korean War, was the most tragic event in the history of South Korea. This war  finally fixed the division of Korea into two hostile states, which have not  overcome   this complex conflict during the next five decades. [8, pd.116].

After the war, the problem of Korean unification was the most important and practically unresolved challenge the governments of both countries had faced. Since late 1953 the Republic of Korea and the Democratic Republic of Korea began to develop as two separate, completely unrelated and not mutually recognizing each other enemy country, inhabited by one nation that used to have  a common history, culture, ideology, and that under cruel influence of historical transformations lost this unity. The President of the Republic of Korea - Yi Seung-man, proved to be a tough dictator. He could not appreciate the suffering of the people, and was unable to form the right vision and corresponding ideological map in order to bring his people out of severe pain. As a result, the country was involved in a terrible economic crisis. Recognizing the inevitability of defeat and fall of Yi Seung-man, the Americans refused to support him. In these circumstances, the parliament accepted a resolution demanding the resignation of the President. Yi Seung-man, who was forced to leave the country and until the end of his life remained in Hawaii [2, pd.126].

Second Republic  was based on democratic principles, but was overthrown in less than a year and after that the country had a military government. Second Republic began counting from 1 October 1960, when  Yun Bo-seon became its president. This period showed further dcline in the life and development of South Korean society. Political chaos activised the movement for establishing contacts with North Korea, which caused worry in the ruling elite. May 16, 1961 a military junta led by General Park Chung-hee took power. The country was put under martial law. The Government agencies were taken under control of the army. The parliament was dissolved and political parties were banned ,  many newspapers and magazines were closed, censorship was introduced. Military coup in 1961, initiated a 30-year period of rule of the generals in the history of South Korea. They came to power by force. Therefore, the concept of democracy as it is understood in the West,  was very far away. In October 1963, Park Chung-hee retired from military service and was elected president of the Republic of Korea. In December, a new constitution came into force, which marked the beginning of the Third Republic [9, pd.12].

Third Republic is a government of President Park Chung-hee, who was twice elected to the presidency of the Republic of Korea. His 18-year reign was marked by major changes in the life of the country and people. Those changes that Park Chung-hee was able to make, seemed almost impossible for anyone else.  It was during his reign, that South Korea revived and occupied an important place in the world. His main achievement was the well-known phenomenon: "Korean economic miracle" or "wonder of the River Hangan." In fact Park Chung-hee faced a weak economy. He could not accept the fact that North Korea was ahead  in all aspects of economic development compared with the Republic of Korea

Park Chung-hee first of all decides to restore  the original philosophy and culture of the Joseon Dynasty, emphasizing the almighty power of the Korean people. In October 1972 the President decides to concentrate in his hands all the levers of power and the resources of the country in order to ensure political stability. Benefits of economic competition with the North Korea helped to achieve  the level of developed countries.  The parliament and political parties were dissolved once again and the constitution was changed. The new constitution, called the Constitution Yushin Honpop (Revitalizing Reforms Constitution), was aimed at insuring political stability and creating an even stronger economy through strong presidential leadership, was approved by referendum and symbolized the beginning of the Fourth Republic.
The Fourth Republic - the dictatorship of President gave the possibility of extending his power in perpetuity. The ideological basis for renovation become  "Chuchheson" ideas (subjective ideas) which are based on the priorities of the national interest, Confucian values ​​and worldview. In foreign policy, Park Chung-hee has achieved considerable results. In June 1965 a normalization of relations with Japan stimulated further modernization of the South Korean economy. The president Park Chung-hee takes  Germany as a recovery model and an example of the restored  and economically successful country after similar terrible war [1, pd. 328].

Important factors that have influenced the rapid growth of South Korean economy are: first - the change of the whole economic model of development. Park Chung-hee in the first years after coming to power, decided to refocus the economy on exports. Second,  in spite of further measures to sustainable economic development, Park Chung-hee took a conscious decision to develop the economy unevenly. Opposite to formal announcements the priority was given to the development of the industry, rather than agriculture.  That fact positively influenced  the people’s migration from the countryside to the city, which needed cheap labor. Thirdly the economic policies of Park Chung-hee was to enhance the role of the state in the economy. In other words, Park Chung Hee, based on his concerns about "democracy Korean type", began to build a special korean economy, which  was later called by some researchers  as "Korean state capitalism." Indeed throughout history, the state exercised sovereign control over all economic activity.  The fourth moment of Park Chung-hee policy was connected with the changes in the way of  attraction  the foreign sponsorship.  If in 1950 it was mostly free aid (ICC Wonju) from the USA, with 1960 foreign aid began to be in the form of investments. In 1966 an active collaboration between the automotive companies "Ford" and the corporation "Hyundai" started and later resulted in the creation of automotive company contemporary global brand "Hyundai Motor". Fifth most important part of the new economic policy of Park Chung-hee was the policy in the field of education. In order to rise the economy, South Korea needed on the one hand, the new educated personnel, and on the other – education of patriotic national spirit, which would to some extent compensate people their expenditure of energy in the form of an adequate wage. Those efforts have allowed the country to achieve a high level of socio-economic development, which strongly affected  the national culture[4].
CIA chief in South Korea, which had been bribed by North Korean leadership, demanded concessions and Reform, but after he was rebuffed, killed the president. (History Essay - herman room). Murder of Park Chung-hee led the country to instability and a decline in production in 1980. That happened because North Korea was dissatisfied with the rapid growth of the South. Nevertheless,  Park Chung-hee’s  foundations of a new South Korean economy allowed to achieve great progress and pass to new levels which Koreans could only dream of. At that time, Park Chung-hee, realized his goal and dream: Economy of South Korea's has overtaken North and burst into great leaders. South Korea and its achievements were discovered by the rest of the world [7, pd. 26 - 28].

The Fifth Republic started with the election of  president Choi Kyu-hah, which again negatively marked on the stability of South Korea. The anti-government protests continued in the country.  South Korea traditionally wasn’t prepared to democratic values ​​and democratic society. In October 1980  a new Constitution of the Republic of Korea was published. In February 1981, after a military coup General Chun Doo-hwan was elected the President of the Republic of Korea for seven years. Chun Doo-hwan, began to lead the Republic of Korea in   authoritative regime of power that existed under Park Chung-hee. Indisputable merit of General was that he did not seek re-election as president. For the first time power in the country was peacefully passed to another president in constitutional way. In such a way the South Korean people approached  the  democratic values.
Sixth Republic, brought to power another military leader, dictator Roh Tae-woo, who tried to transfer the authoritarian tradition into democratic political life. After his retirement, General proposed a new Constitution. He was elected the  president in the new election in  1987. The efforts of the President, to reconciliation and the consolidation of society contributed to the development of economy and improvement of population growth. The image of the Republic of Korea in the international arena was also changed for better. For the first time in its history, the country became the host of Summer Olympic Games in 1988.

  The so-called "northern policy" of President brought positive results to the country and gave oppurtunities  to normalize relations with the Soviet Union and China, to join the United Nations and to hold a series of contacts between North and South Korea at the level of prime ministers. Roh Tae-woo was the first President of the Republic of Korea, who  visited the USSR in December 1990 and signed Declaration on Principles of Relations between the two countries. Roh Tae-woo had desire  to build relations with neighboring countries based on the interests of each other. This period also positively influenced on development of South Korea and  its access to the world arena. [8, pd. 223 - 224].

Changes in the democratization of South Korea since the late 80's have showed a transition to a new stage of cultural development. The country has become opened  the world, experienced political modernization and approached to democracy. After difficult times of generals’ dictatorship, South Korea has entered a new phase in contemporary processes of global development. In Korean culture there have been opened  new directions that lie in the basis of consolidation of the national and global cultural values ​​and modern trends. A special feature of this traditional-historical period is the coming to power of new leaders with a new outlook and values ​​that have absorbed in their outlook the values ​​of Confucian ethics and Protestantism [5].
Elected in December 1992, Kim Young-sam, became the first Protestant president. The former pastor of the Evangelical church, opens a new era of democracy and becoms the first ever South Korean civilian president after the 1961 military coup. Its policy - a healthy culture, values ​​and beliefs of society and the fight against corruption. In foreign policy, he was one of the first after Park Chung-hee who has chosen a course of globalization , as well as improvement of relations with North Korea. His policy was prudent, healthy and built on Christian tradition. Nonsense is that for bribery, he put his own son to prison.

Kim Dae-jung became president on February 25, 1998. During his reign Kim Dae-jung managed to consolidate social forces and led the country out of the economic and social crisis. The reforms were intended to improve the economy.As one of the greatest achievements of the foreign policy’s administration should recognized the implementation of the policy of "solar heat" against North Korea.  On 15 of June 2000 the first after the split of Korea in 1945 meeting of leaders of  the North - Kim Jang Il and South of the country - Kim Dae-jung was held. Kim Dae-jung went down in history as the president of South Korea with deep Protestant roots, president of peace, whose power was welcomed in the South and the North Korea. He became the first South Korean president who won the Nobel Prize.

Roh Moo-hyun, was the 16th President of the Republic of Korea. His presidency began to approach the society of South Korea to the time of decline.On May 23, 2009 Roh Moo-hyun was charged of receiving $ 6 million as a bribe from an American company and committed suicide by jumping off a cliff into the gorge .[1, pd. 212]

 On February 25, 2008 was elected the President of the Republic of Korea for the next five years. His characteristic features are: determination, straightforwardness and pragmatic approach to business (based on the "Protestant ethic"). Lee Myung-bak, unlike his predecessors, was the first in the history of Korea's presidency, who made a major breakthrough for its people. Former deacon of  Protestant church  reached stability and success for his country. The period of his presidency is characterized by important stages among which is the politics of education. He established the National Scholarship Foundation, which has provided student loans. In addition, the government has maintained a system of "deferred payment" for whom it was hard to pay tuition fees. Politics in economics «Mbnomics» - a term applied to Lee Myung-bak’s macroeconomic policy. The central part of the plan of the Lee Myung-bak's economic recovery plan is his "Korea 7-4-7." Name of the plan consists of goals. Increase GDP by 7% raise per capita income to  $ 40,000, and make Korea the seventh in the list of countries with the most developed economies.In the sphere of Foreign Policy it was planned to resolve the North Korean nuclear issue, which requires close cooperation between the six  countries meetings. Strengthening the Union of South Korea and the United States, founded on the same values ​​and mutual benefit, is important for the  appropriate actions and further  impact on the situation in North Korea and Northeast Asia [2, pd. 213].

Today inter-Korean relations are transient and tense. 2010 - 2012 were years of difficulties  leading to military conflict between South and North. But overall policy of Lee Myung-bak made a major breakthrough in the history of South Korea and led to world globalization level.

New and modern  president of the sixth republic for the first time in the history of South Korea was a woman - Park Geun-hye. December 19, 2012 she won the election  and opened a new era in the history and traditional culture  of this society, which was based on the Joseon Dynasty. Park Geun-hye, daughter of the famous President Park Chung-hee, who made a great contribution to the development of the South Korean economy and laid a proper foundation. Park Geun-hye put economic recovery of the country into the basement of her program  [10].
CONCLUSIONS. An important factor in the development of historical traditions in the Korean peninsula since the Neolithic has been a cultural pressure from other countries both East and West. Half a century of colonial rule of the Japanese Empire on the Korean peninsula, despite the violence and suppress for the purpose of national assimilation of ethnic Koreans, the Japanese failed to destroy the Korean tradition. Their full of life force has passed through strict test of history and showed great maturity of the Korean people. However, what could not do the Mongols and Japanese colonizers managed to make the Communist Korea. National history and many achievements were simply destroyed and then recreated but filled with communist ideology. In this research, we see that the Republic of Korea takes the important mission of preserving the historical traditions of the Korean people, society and the state. Going through a difficult time of formation of the South Korean state authoritarianism through military control, South Korea reached the level of a democratic state, showing that their maturity and ability to influence the world. The process of historical development is irreversible, because in modern South Korea, which is a highly developed industrial country, the values ​​of traditional culture can be revived and cultivated only artificially. Natural way to further development is directed toward its deep globalization. The peculiarity of Korean tradition explains the features and patterns of historical development within the fire of Far Confucian civilization. Keeping a creative experience of many generations of Korean people, it is not only their property, but is in the treasury of cultural property of all mankind.
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
