Pushkin, verses and poems of 1968 - on 1972(1190), from winter of 1962-1963 - up to 1964(1185), from 1993 - <1990th> (1185), from 1973 up to 1981(1025), from 1982 - till the winter 1992(828) I.A. Application of law Bradford for the comparative analysis of the submitted poetic products is investigated.
For this purpose dependence of cumulative quantity of ranks lexical crossingover from sequence of poetic products (law Bradford), since the greatest has been chosen, submitted by the following algebraic equations (Fig.1): y = 9295,3e0,021x, R² = 0,6272, y = 270,33x + 9703,3, R² = 0,7833, y = 4805x0,3999, R² = 0,9467, y =-10,725x2 + 785,13x + 5499,1, R² = 0,9645, y = 4700,1ln(x) + 2510,6, R² = 0,9863 and y = 0,3643x3 - 36,951x2 + 1294x + 3357,3, R² = 0,9941 also it is described by the sedate equation, a polynoms of the second degree, the logarithmic equation and a polynoms of the third degree. In this case relative speed of change of names of poetic products on the sedate equation will be higher than her exponential analogue in 19, 04 times.

On the basis of it is shown, that A.S. Pushkin, I.A. Brodsky, A.A. Ahmatova’s and B.L. Pasternak's poetic products on rank to distribution, since the greatest size, submit to law Bradford with non-uniform distribution of ranks of considered products: I a zone with a rank 10254, II a zone with a rank 8924 and III a zone with a rank 503, that is the relation on zones was equaled 1:0, 87:0, 05. The resulted non-uniformity of distribution of characteristics on zones confirms our earlier lead researches [6-13]. 
So in I a zone the following seven products under names have come: verses and poems 1957 till winter of 1963 and 1964-1965 till 1968 I.A. Brodsky, lyceé verses of 1813-1817 and the novel in verses "Eugeny Onegin" 1823-1831 of A.S. Pushkin, verses and poems 1968 for 1972, 1962-1963 till 1964 and 1993 - <1990th> I.A. Brodsky.
In II a zone 28 poetic products under names have come: verses and poems 1968 on 1972, from winter 1962-1963 till 1964, 1993 - <1990th> from 1973 till 1981, from 1982 - till winter of 1992. of I.A. Brodsky, verses of 1820-1824, 1823-1826, a poem "Ruslan and Lyudmila" 1820, "The Fairy tale on tsar Saltan" 1831, verses of 1827-1830, after lyceé verses of 1817-1820 and 1831-1834 of A.S. Pushkin, a poem "Gorbunov and Gorchakov"  1965-1968 of I.A. Brodsky, "Flight of time" of 1962 A.A. Ahmatova’s, the novel in verses "Spectorsky" of 1931 B.L. Pasternak’s, "The Seventh book" 1962, "White flight" 1917 A.A. Ahmatova’s, "My Sister - a life" 1917, "Themes and variations" 1916-1922 and "Rebirth" of 1932 B.L. Pasternak’s, "Anno Domini" 1922 A.A. Ahmatova’s, "By early trains" 1936-1944, "Verses of different years" 1916, "Atop of barriers" 1914-1916 and "When will clear up" 1956-1959 B.L. Pasternak’s, "«Nechet»" 1945 A.A. Ahmatova’s, a poem "Lieutenant Schmidt" of 1927 B.L. Pasternak’s, "Are precise" 1914 A.A. Ahmatova’s, verses of 1835-1836 of A.S. Pushkin, poem "Zophia" of 1962 I.A. And in III a zone 13 products under names have come: "Evening" 1912 A.A. Ahmatova’s, a poem "The Caucasian captive" 1821 of A.S.Pushkin, "Post Aetatem Nostram" 1970, "Butterfly" 1972, " T. Ventslova's Lithuanian nocturne " 1973-1974 and a poem "The Petersburg novel" 1961 of I.A. Brodsky, a poem "Nine hundred fifth" 1926 B.L. Pasternak’s, a poem "The Bakhchisarai fountain" 1824 of A.S. Pushkin, "Reed" of 1940, "Plantain" of 1921 and "At the sea" (free verse) of 1914 Ahmatova’s, a poem "High illness" 1923-1928 B.L. Pasternak’s, a poem "Requiem" of 1940 A.A. Ahmatova’s, "Initial is time" 1912-1914 B.L. Pasternak’s and "By the all ground" 1940 A.A. Ahmatova’s.
Dependence of ranks lexical crossingover, since the greatest, from sequence of poetic products is submitted by the following algebraic equations for poetic products, since the greatest rank: y =-27,452x + 1034,9, R² = 0,7184, y = 9090,4x-1,346, R² = 0,7408, y = 1824,8e-0,096x, R² = 0,9107, y = 1,2515x2 - 87,524x + 1525,5, R² = 0,9379, y =-490,6ln(x) + 1803,9, R² = 0,9557 and y =-0,0504x3 + 4,8793x2 - 157,91x + 1821,8, R² = 0,9883 also it is described exponential by the equation, a polynoms of the second degree, the logarithmic equation and a polynoms of the third degree. In this case negative relative speed of change of names of poetic products on the sedate equation will be higher than her exponential analogue at 14.02 times.
