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      The article is devoted to the question of the influence of globalization on the development of languages ​​and cultures. Glottometriya (social weight) is deeply considered in this case, i.e. increasing social importance of the Uzbek language in globalization.
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We know that the end of the twentieth and early twenty-first centuries was marked by sharply increased process of globalization in the world.  Due to the development of information technology, the world community is going through a difficult stage of all social processes. Globalization has embraced the economic, political and cultural spheres of society. This phenomenon is discussed in all areas of modern science: communication studies, sociology, cultural studies, political science, computer science, and linguistics as well.  In the context of the problem, two main aspects of globalization may be focused on: on the one hand - this homogenization of life-world, commitment to shared cultural values, the desire to universalize all, on the other hand, the growing interdependence and integration of individual forms of social consciousness, when under the influence of globalization processes is formed a single, coherent universal society. The impact of globalization on language picture of the world is both positive and negative. Languages ​​of ethnic groups are in demand day by day while small ones are at the stage of extinction.
Concerning this issue, the well-known scholar on the philosophy of language K.KHanazarov believes that "globalization is an objective process, the aim of which is not to harm to existing languages. However, its acceleration and expansion undermines the basis of the languages ​​, which holds thousands of languages, especially languages ​​of small nations, peoples, tribes and ethnic groups"
.

In order to preserve languages ​​of small nations and ethnic groups, the United Nations adopted several international norms and declarations. The adopted documents show an awareness of the global importance of language issues. Among these acts:
- Vienna Declaration, adopted at the World Conference on Human Rights (1993), and asserting the right of "the members of national and other minorities to use their own language" (Article 19);
- The call by the General Assembly to pay more attention to multilingualism (December 1999);
- Resolution 52/262 (part 2) of the General Assembly of the United Nations focusing on the preservation and protection of all languages;
- Report of the UN General Secretary on the 58th session (2003) on protection, promotion and preservation measures of all the languages ​​of the world.
The importance of linguistic diversity and its distribution is emphasized in 52-53 paragraph of «Declaration of Principles" adopted by the World Summit on the Information Community in Geneva (December 2003). Most of these texts deal with possible  individual human rights for groups and entire nations for the use of national languages, international standards and measures for their protection have not been  developed  properly yet.
With globalization, the role and functioning of the Uzbek language has expanded considerably. After giving the status of state language, Uzbek language began to function in social and political spheres, science, education, engineering and technology, production, diplomacy, etc.
In the context of globalization, of course, the question is related to the vitality of the language. What options of viability of the language do exist? Today, scientists adhere to the following parameters of language vitality:
1. Absolute number of speakers;
2. The ratio of number of speakers of this language to the total number of the ethnic group;
3. Changes in areas of language use;
4. New areas of language use;
5. The mass media;
6. Training materials and level of literacy in that language;
7. Since literacy is closely linked to social and economic development, education in the native language has essential place to its viability. Books and educational materials on various topics for all ages and all levels of language proficiency are required;
8. Government and official position and policy in relation to language, including official status and use of language;
9. The attitude to the language of the members of the ethno-linguistic groups;

10. The level of documentation about the language.
Based on the above given parameters, we attempt to analyze the Uzbek language. Uzbek language has its ancient XV century-old historical roots, rich in scientific and theoretical heritage. Uzbek language has come a long historical path of development:

Analyzing diversily the development of Uzbek language, in the process of research have been defined its place in the society (glottometriya), based on its functions within the country. Glottometriya as a direction of linguistics has not been worked out yet, but there are some points which help us to define some factors to make Uzbek language interethnic and widespread. 

With these factors were defined problems for the further development of Uzbek language:
   • Increase the rating of the Uzbek language;
   • increase the degree of utilization as the language of the Internet (i.e., the creation of many web-sites in the Uzbek language, translation programs)
    • make the Uzbek language information (translate the ​​works of famous Uzbek classics and other works that reflect national values into foreign languages).
 The first parameter measured in glottometriya is the spatial distribution of the Uzbek language. Look at the following table. It shows the approximate number of the Uzbek settled in the different countries.

According to the information of State Statistics Committee of the Republic of  Uzbekistan ,the population of the Republic at July 1, 2012 amounted to - 29, 735 700 million
. (Including the population of foreign countries-about 30 million). From the standpoint of scientific prediction, we can conclude that the population of Uzbekistan will increase up to 36,333000000 people in 2015.
If we analyze this information from point of language, we can improve the rating of the Uzbek language not due to Uzbek ethnics but ones who learn Uzbek language as a foreign language.


2) The degree of existing cultural, scientific and technological achievements.
           As we know from ancient times Uzbekistan was one of the centers of Eastern civilization. The Republic has a rich spiritual and cultural heritage of famous thinkers and scientists of the world. And today it is a country that has a certain degree of scientific and technological achievements. If we make analyses according to research, our spiritual and cultural heritage is mainly translated into the languages ​​of the CIS, but very few into foreign languages such as English, German, French, Japanese, Chinese and other languages. Considering the given information there is necessity to develop interpreting school.
At the present time it is necessary to improve the science and technology. Since Uzbekistan has all the elements of  Mendeleyev system as a natural resourse there is necessity to implement new technology and participation of foreign professionals, opening joint –stock companies and all this will develop the role of Uzbek language in manufacturing, which can serve as a basis of rating increase among the ethnic and widespread languages.
   3) The prevalence of religious literature and ancient scripts.
Central Asia is the birthplace of the religious teaching of the "Avesto" as the center of Islamic culture. Throughout its history, the Uzbek people used different scripts, for example,

It is known that the spiritual heritage of Uzbek nation is founded on the three scripts and three languages. Consequently, it is necessary to translate the spiritual heritage created in Arabic, Persian, and old Uzbek languages ​​into Uzbek language, and information about it should be included in the worldwide Internet encyclopedia Wikipedia. As to information in Wikipedia it consists of about 3 million pages in English language while total online information is about 313 billion pages, which is approximately equal to 68.4%.
4) The degree of requirements of the Uzbek language on the Internet.

In order to determine the extent of the needs of all languages ​​on the Internet, we turned to a rating of foreign languages, researched online today. To answer the questions, -What languages ​​ are popular today? And what is their relevance? Is there demand for Uzbek language? - Let's try to take advantage of these "Yandex". Based on the interviews of Runet during the month:
· 850 people are interested in Uzbek language and it occupies 28th place;
· 223 people have been polled with the requirement of the Uzbek language interpreter and it occupies 32 place;
· Uzbek language is on the 53th place among the most common languages;
        Thus, a lot of web sites relating to all spheres of public life, as well as translation programs for obtaining information about the culture of the Uzbek people for the people of other nationalities should be on the Internet.
5) The intellectual potential of the republic.


Uzbekistan among countries of the Central Asian region is one of the largest research centers. It has a strong scientific and spiritual potential. At present, the country has:
· Academy of Sciences, Academy of State and Society Construction under the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan;
·  Academy of Mamun;
· More than 120 scientific research institutes;
· More than 60 institutions of higher education.

Between 2007 and 2010 the scientists of the Republic of Uzbekistan obtained the following major scientific achievements of world importance:
· In the field of astronomy - studied the objects of galaxies and the universe and the first time in astronomical science of sovereign Uzbekistan discovered a new small planet, which was named "Samarkand, "by the International Astronomic Union in the state of Harvard.
· In the field of physics - obtained new semiconductor nanomaterials, including silicon-based  theory of optical solitons in condensed systems;
· In the field of supramolecular chemistry - a new phenomenon that establishes the relationship between the structure and conditions of formation of polymorphic systems is opened;
· In the field of genetic engineering – by the  method of gene knockout technology was created  a unique sort of cotton (early, drought, high quality fibers);
· In the pharmaceutical field - created and developed technology for the industrial production of 15 new domestic drugs;
· In the field of medicine - developed diagnostic tests for certain infectious diseases (hepatitis A, B and C, syphilis, AIDS, etc.);
· In the field of archeology - discovered the center of ancient civilization (the grotto Obirakhmat) on the territory of Uzbekistan which played an important role  in shaping the modern type of a man;
· In history - studied the period of formation and development of statehood on the territory of Uzbekistan;
· In the field of Oriental studies - carried out the systematization of the unique collection of the Manuscript Fund, which has enriched the knowledge of literature, art, linguistics, history and other sciences.
· In the field of linguistics - completed a 5-volume edition of Dictionary of the Uzbek language.
6) The degree of development of communication system.

The country has organized a satellite distribution network of TV and radio programs. Today, the domestic telecommunication system has direct international channels on 28 areas with access to 180 countries, is broadcast on the Internet in real time. In many ways, crucial in a system of measures aimed at improving the level and quality of information, there has been improvement of the national system of training and retraining on the experience of developed countries. As a result of this large-scale work only for the past ten years the number of print media has increased 1.5 times ,the electronic media - 7 times and it consist of about 1,200 mass media. About 53 percent of all TV channels and 85 percent of radio stations are private. The media are represented in over 7 languages of nations and ethnic groups living in Uzbekistan, printed materials and television programs are distributed, including the English language. In the process of manufacture of air are introduced advanced digital products and multimedia technology. The numbers of Internet users are growing, and today their number is far more than 6 million
. Thus, taking into account the development of communication system, it is necessary to establish a national educational channel, and information programs conducted in all languages.
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 � Periodization of the Uzbek language is a complex process. During the study, we found that information about the periodization of the Uzbek language are different in the sources. That’s why the general information was given.
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
