Beaded tales made by Olga Trycolenko
Tradition of the Ukrainian national breastpiece - gerdana - has more than one century. Modern masters work directly from old samples, creating and circulating products characteristic of the nineteenth century; thus embodying their own creative vision, literally rethinking folk ornaments, attracting new materials to their works and eclecting the traditions of different historical epochs and geographical areas. Modern beadings combine already familiar beads and glass beads, the color and structural scale of which are now practically unlimited, different in shape and texture of beads, crystals, metal, wooden, plastic elements, etc.. At exhibitions devoted to beading, you can see Beadings with a variety of ornaments, which, in response to traditional forms, embody the latest author's vision.
 Among the Ukrainian masters of today is a unique and distinctive creativity of Olga Tricolenko, which turned the art of creating beads into a real beaded painting. Mysticka has mastered the principle of weaving of beads on their own, using the simple scheme of gradual picking of strings. However, due to his remarkable creative imagination, she has developed author schemes of drawings, drawing on historical ornaments on towels, antique jewelry and own ideas.
An overview of its products should start with the very first and simplest, which became the basis for further developments. Olga Tricolenko was inspired by the embroidery "Embroidered" by the ornaments on an old napkin, in which stylized butterflies sit on the shoots of grapes. In this decoration, the author first combined the various tonality and texture of beads, passing through this delicate color gamut. His width exceeded the usual width for this type of jewelry, but Mrs. Olga decided not to stop at the achievement, and in subsequent guilds ornamentation became complicated, increasing the width.
Gerdan "Scythian Altai" embodied the author's admiration for historical decorations and works of decorative and applied arts - the model depicted the image of a horned tiger from the first mound of Tukta in the Altai, published in the book by MI Artamonov "The Treasures of Saki" in 1973. Ms. Olga developed a scheme for a metaphorical figure, reproducing the historical sample as accurately as possible. On a golden background, the mythological beast treats me seriously, the "fur" of which is spun in velvet sparkles. The mistress finished the product with the help of wooden juniper beads, which emphasized the historical vision of the product - in fact, wooden beads were one of the most widespread decorations of the inhabitants of Altai.
The idea of ​​the gerdan "Two Pigeons" appeared after visiting the Museum of Folk Decorative and Applied Arts on the territory of the Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra. On a red-cherry background there is a white tree of life, on which sit two white pigeons. The craftsman did not exactly copy the traditional ornaments of the Poltava towels - she added stylized flowers to the bulldeze, and pigeons "pictured" from nature - watching feral pets neighbor.
For the next decoration, Mrs. Olga again selected a fragment of the ornament of a towel - the interweaving of the vines. However, her creative idea was described by the combination of epochal elements of embroidery of the nineteenth century. and suspensions in the form of stylized horses of the period VI century., which the mistress purchased in the souvenir shop of the Museum of Historical Treasures of Ukraine. So there was a bead "Horses and Grapes". Unlike the previous items, we do not have a central part of the ornament - it is divided into two parts, the center is accentuated with pendants.
Gerdan "Dukach" was also inspired by the exposition of the Museum of Historical Treasures of Ukraine - the painter portrayed in the product the structure of Ukrainian folk decorations - Dukach. At the top, she used large glass beads that emphasized the elements of decoration. The background is solid in dark grayish-purple colors that contrast with the main details. Ms. Olga detailed all the elements of the image extremely gracefully and realistically - the size of the attachment, the ornament on the coin is supported by a moiré tape, which has a neck.
Gerdan "Red Flowers" was created on the basis of a complex ornament of a wedding towel. The craftsman embodied all the variety of traditional embroidered items, giving them the volume and radiance by selecting beads of certain shades. Additionally, she attracted vivid red rhinestones that highlighted the luxury of the product and added some small but extremely expressive accents.
 For the next guise, Ms. Olga drew inspiration, contemplating the bright colors of the parrots of ara on the exhibition of ornamental birds. She developed a composition with two birds that sit on a large plate full of exotic fruits. Gerdan was named "Parrots". The love of ara to succulent fruits is well known, and the craftsman has tried to convey the luxury of delicious fruits as gracefully as the passage of brilliant feathers. In this product she used brilliant cut, as well as large pearl beads. The width of this gerdan exceeds all others, and the bottom line is formed according to the drawing silhouette [1, p. 43].
Exquisite traditional ornaments of Uzbek fabrics inspired Olga Tricolenko to create a new beard, the ornaments of which are embodied in the ornamental motifs of the Uzbek silk cloth "khan-atlas", which have already become a kind of symbolism of Uzbekistan. At home, this fabric was called "abrova", and in Europe, such ornamentation is called "kick", the artist called his product "Ancient Patterns". An enormous amount of ancient symbols, hidden behind blurred silhouettes of abstract canvases, embodies numerous amulets and goals of ancient legends dating back to the roots of Zoroastrian times. Ms. Olga used the most common - lamps, flowers, snake marks, seeds. Color choosed close to the Ukrainian tradition - blue-golden, adding white elements.
Gerdan "Winter Ornaments" embodies the perennial contemplation of frost-shaped ornaments on the windows. One of the old associations with winter fairy tales formed the basis of a product, which, unlike the previous ones, does not have symmetrical arrangement of ornaments, thus the most deviating from the usual Ukrainian garlands for us. In it, the mistress united almost the most diverse materials - beads, beads, crystals of various sizes. The departure from the traditional concept also affects the asymmetry of the region that Ms. Olga formed in accordance with the internal frostbite curves [1, p. 46].
Unique products of Olga Tricolenko today are one of the most interesting author's discoveries of traditional Ukrainian ornaments, which for centuries reveal the sacred power of ornamental symbols.
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
