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The abstract.

Attempt to make the list of names of bacteria for which are known штаммы, diseases of the person causing at least under any conditions is made. 

Also the answer to a question as will write in GOOGLE is received: «how many pathogenic bacteria?». The incomplete list from 159 names is resulted.

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Attempts to receive answers to simple inquiry of the layman in GOOGLE «how many pathogenic bacteria» have met unexpected difficulties. 

For medical students the simple answer it was not possible to find in accessible textbooks. To search for the concrete answer to a concrete question it has appeared and it is difficult, and long. Searches on the Internet have not given unequivocal figure even to within a size order. Answers of the biologists interrogated in a random way and doctors have appeared are various: from 300 to 3000.

The idea seemed idle time: to write out names of bacteria which are somehow connected with names of diseases and to count. All has appeared much more difficult. And it is more interesting.

It has appeared:

- Not clearly, how correctly to ask a question about «quantity of names of bacteria for which are known штаммы, diseases of the person causing at least under any conditions»,

- Any bacteria and any diseases are mentioned in texts, especially in advertising and the description of the medical products, but to understand, as one is connected with another, possibly, the expert in infectious diseases can only, 

- Names of bacteria are written with a great number of grammatical errors and is frequent in different languages, 

- Are in large quantities used, it is frequent with errors, the reductions which sense also is clear only to the expert,

- Often different synonyms of names of bacteria are used even in one text,

- Out-of-date names are in large quantities used,

- It is a lot of errors when so-called "name" is made of the words which are not used together in the real name. 

It is not checked up:

- Whether there are no synonyms in the resulted list,

- Whether all bacteria mentioned in the resulted list pathogenic,

- What diseases correspond to bacteria from this list,

- Languages of a writing of terms, 

And still much.

Obviously, the list non-uniform and to consider names on it – it is not correct. 

General impression:

- The Internet is filled by information garbage,

- Take the information can, possibly, the one who and without search knows it,

- That who knows answers – not important, whether know their laymans,

- There is a science medicine, but the Internet is filled by myths about it,

- For certain there is a database where to receive the answer to a question of the layman – very simply, but find this database very advanced expert can only. 

Impression the answer can appear what:

- Reflecting about «quantity of names of bacteria for which are known штаммы, diseases of the person causing at least under any conditions», I tend to an interval 300-500 more likely.

- It is exact not thousand.
